
 

2024 CAMCA Regional Forum to take place in Bishkek, Kyrgyz Republic over June 12-13 

Washington, D.C., June 5, 2024 -- The 10th annual CAMCA Regional Forum will be held on June 12th-
13th in Bishkek, Kyrgyz Republic. 

The CAMCA Regional Forum is a non-political and non-partisan Forum established to promote 
region-wide discussions on means of advancing economic growth and social development in the 
CAMCA (Central Asia-Mongolia-Caucasus-Afghanistan) region. The Forum is one of the first and 
only platforms that brings together representatives of the 10 CAMCA countries, spanning from the 
South Caucasus to Mongolia, to discuss emerging opportunities for regional cooperation.  

Since its establishment in 2014, the Forum has featured more than 420 speakers and welcomed 
over 1,400 participants representing over 33 countries and 300 companies across the globe. The 
Forum is a premier opportunity to engage with prominent influencers and rising leaders in the 
CAMCA region and to gain firsthand insights on the region's pulse and developments. Learn more 
about the Forum by visiting www.camcaforum.org. 

This June’s Forum will take place in the capital of the Kyrgyz Republic and will include discussions 
focused around the theme, “CAMCA's Way Forward: Advancing Through Innovation and 
Strengthened Intraregional Ties”, featuring plenary sessions, keynote conversations and 
roundtables on topics including intraregional trade, transport and transit, regional business and 
investments, economic development, entrepreneurship and innovation, human capital and 
education and more. 

The 2024 Forum will feature over 70 top-level speakers from across the region and beyond while 
welcoming over 250 participants representing 22 countries.
